The Library's eReserves system integrates with méskanas. With Course Resource Lists
in méskanas you can:
o Create lists by adding websites, articles, ebooks, and streamed media
e Organize the list by week, module, or topic
e Set reading priority and add comments
e Request digitization for print book chapters, DVDs, or CDs for online access
e Copy your Course Resource Lists and items between your courses, or from one
semester to the next.
e Engage students: Student can quickly see which items are essential, make
personal notes, indicate completed tasks, and manage their time more effectively.
